Owner had intended on
demolishing the home as part of the development of the lots, but the City’s demolition process
caused the Owner to incur additional expense to prepare the lot for construction.

Request: The Owner had originally requested a full release of the lien. Upon further discussion
with staff, the Owner is now requesting a 50% reduction of the lien.

Re: Committee Report: Hiring Request

On October 8, 2024, the United States Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) issued a final rule
requiring drinking water systems nationwide to replace lead service lines within 10 years, beginning in
2027. The Lead and Copper Rule Improvements (LCRI) also mandates increased public notification,
expanded lead sampling and sampling protocols, and increased reporting and documentation. To comply
with the LCRI and complete replacement of all lead service lines within the City of Rockford, the City
must replace approximately 3,000 services annually starting in 2027.

The City of Rockford has been actively and progressively expanding its lead service line replacement
program. In 2025, the City replaced 886 lead service lines (353 funded through WRIA and Operating
Funds, and 533 funded through IEPA Loan/Grant funds). In 2026, the City secured funding to replace
approximately 1,200 lead service lines, with efforts underway to obtain additional funding to replace
approximately 1,000 more services. With this significant increase in annual replacements to meet federal
requirements, additional staffing resources—along with expanded consulting support—will be necessary
to effectively implement and manage the program.

The Water Division proposes adding the following positions.

The Project Manager’s primary responsibility will be to oversee each lead service line replacement from
initiation through completion. This includes reporting and documenting replacements across all required
regulatory platforms; preparing customer communications and coordinating directly with property
owners; overseeing consultants and contractors; and ensuring full compliance with all applicable
regulatory requirements related to lead service line replacements. The Water Utility Technician’s
primary responsibility will be to locate City-owned storm sewer and water assets in response to JULIE
locate requests. Over the past two years, JULIE notifications have increased significantly—from
approximately 22,500 tickets annually to 36,800 tickets per year. This increase is likely due to expanded
fiber installations, the lead service line replacement program, and a general rise in construction activity.
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The sustainability of these positions should prove itself over a minimum of the next ten years, consistent
with the requirements of the LCRI and implementation of the Water Division’s planned CIP. After that
time, if the Water Division’s projects and mandated regulatory requirements unexpectedly significantly
decreases in size, the position(s) can be reevaluated as eventual retirement or other natural turnover
occurs.

The fully burdened annual costs of these positions are estimated at $394,100.00 and would be funded by
the Water Division Operating Fund. The additional cost associated with these positions will be covered
by current water fund revenue. No rate increase is required.

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AGREEMENT FOR ENGINEERING SERVICES

THIS AGREEMENT, is made by and between the CITY OF ROCKFORD (hereinafter called CITY) and
(FEHR GRAHAM ENGINEERING AND ENVIRONMENTAL), (200 PRAIRIE STREET SUITE 208
ROCKFORD, IL 61107), (hereinafter called CONSULTANT).

Whereas, the CITY desires to contract for professional services for the Project known as (2026 WATER

Whereas, the CONSULTANT desires to provide the professional services for the Project as set forth in
EXHIBIT A.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the covenants and mutual agreements contained herein, the
parties agree as follows:

This Agreement sets forth the entire final agreement between the CITY and the CONSULTANT,
supersedes all prior negotiations, agreements and representations, either written or oral, and shall
govern the respective duties and obligations of the parties.

The CONSULTANT’s Obligations:

Perform all services, necessary for the completion of the above-described Project as set forth
in EXHIBIT A with the standard of care of design professionals in lllinois, defined as the same
degree of care, skill, and diligence exercised in the performance of the services as is ordinarily
possessed and exercised by a member of the same profession, currently practicing, under
similar circumstances.

At the option of the CITY, and if authorized in writing, the CONSULTANT shall furnish or
obtain from others Additional Services upon mutually agreed terms and conditions and by
means of a written addendum to EXHIBIT A. Work shall not proceed until written
authorization from CITY is provided.

Make best efforts to adhere to the estimated length of services set forth in EXHIBIT A.

Upon the anticipation of a significant deviation from the estimated length of services the
CONSULTANT shall provide, in writing, a mutually agreed upon amended length of service
schedule by CONSULTANT and CITY.

The CITY’s Obligation:

Place at CONSULTANT’s disposal all available information pertinent to the Project, including
previous reports and any other data relative to the scope of the Project.

Make provisions for CONSULTANT to enter upon public and private property as required for
CONSULTANT to perform its services.

Furnish approvals and permits from all governmental authorities having jurisdiction over the
Project and such approvals and consents from others as may be necessary for completion of the
Project, unless otherwise specified.

Furnish title commitments for all necessary right-of-way or easements to be acquired, unless
otherwise specified.

Designate in writing a person to act as CITY's representative with respect to the work to be
performed under this Agreement. Such person shall have complete authority to transmit
instructions, receive information, interpret and define CITY's policies and decisions with
respect to materials, equipment, elements and systems pertinent to CONSULTANT s services.
Report any deficiencies in the services to the CONSULTANT within 30 days of the CITY
becoming aware of the deficiency. CITY may, in its sole discretion, require CONSULTANT
to correct the performance of deficient services at no additional compensation, if said
deficiency is in breach of the Standard of Care. If the CONSULTANT is unable to correct
such deficiencies, the CITY may terminate the Agreement as provided below.

Transfer of Agreement. The CITY and CONSULTANT each binds itself and its partners,
successors, executors, administrators and assigns to the other party of this Agreement and to the
partners, successors, executors, administrators and assigns of such other party, in respect to all
covenants of this Agreement. Neither CITY nor CONSULTANT shall assign or transfer its interest
in this Agreement without the written consent of the other.

Payment for Services. The CITY agrees to pay CONSULTANT for its services in the amount(s)
set forth in EXHIBIT A. The CONSULTANT shall submit monthly statements for services
rendered.

Legal Requirements. CONSULTANT shall comply with all applicable equal employment
opportunity statutes, regulations, and ordinances.

Retention of Records. CONSULTANT must retain all records of work performed for a minimum
of five (5) years.

Estimate of Cost. The CONSULTANT shall use standard care in preparing any estimates of cost
for the Project. Any opinion of probable cost, budget estimate, cost estimate, or other cost
evaluation provided by the CONSULTANT will be offered on the basis of experience and
judgment.

Document Property Rights. Upon payment in full by the CITY, all documents or copies thereof
including tracings, drawings, estimates, field notes, investigations, design analysis, studies, and
specifications which are prepared in the performance of this Agreement are to be and remain the
property of the CITY and are to be delivered to the Director of Public Works of the CITY before
the final payment is made to the CONSULTANT. All drawings shall be provided in a format
acceptable to the CITY. The CONSULTANT shall endorse, by professional engineering seal, all
plans, specifications, and engineering data furnished.

Insurance Requirements. Upon execution of the Agreement, and prior to CONSULTANT
commencing any work or services with regard to the project, CONSULTANT shall carry
commercial general liability insurance, umbrella liability insurance, and automobile liability
insurance in amounts acceptable to the CITY. CONSULTANT shall provide the CITY with a
Certificate of Insurance and Additional Insured Endorsement naming the CITY as Additional
Insured thereunder. All coverage shall be placed with an insurance company reasonably acceptable
to the CITY.

Confidential Information. In the event CONSULTANT submits documents or information to
CITY that it deems proprietary or confidential, CONSULTANT shall designate said documents as
confidential or proprietary and submit them in a separate packet to the CITY. CITY shall not
disclose documents or information designated as proprietary or confidential by CONSULTANT
unless required to do so by applicable law, including the Illinois Freedom of Information Act
(FOIA), 5 ILCS 140/1 et seq.

Indemnification and Limitation of Liability. CITY and CONSULTANT each agree to
indemnify and hold the other harmless, including their respective officers, employees, agents,
members, and representatives, from and against liability for all claims, costs, losses, damages and
expenses, including reasonable attorney’s fees, to the extent such claims, losses, damages or
expenses are caused by the indemnifying party’s acts, errors or omissions.

Termination. This Agreement may be terminated by either party, without cause, upon fifteen (15)
days written notice to the other party. In the event of any termination, CONSULTANT will be paid
for all services rendered to the date of receipt of written notice of termination.

Force Majeure. Neither the CITY nor CONSULTANT shall be considered in default of this
Agreement or any work order for delays in performance caused by circumstances beyond the
reasonable control of the nonperforming party. CONSULTANT shall be granted a reasonable
extension of time for any delay in its performance caused by any such circumstances. Should such

An existing trapezoidal concrete channel drains a portion of the northwest side of Rockford
through the Beverly Park neighborhood eventually draining into the north fork of Kent Creek.
Over time this concrete channel has deteriorated to a point that requires removal and replacement.
The City of Rockford recently received an IEPA GIGO grant that will provide funding to replace
the concrete channel with a new modernized two-stage channel, allowing for increased capacity.

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AGREEMENT FOR ENGINEERING SERVICES

THIS AGREEMENT, made by and between the CITY OF ROCKFORD (hereinafter called CITY) and
HR Green, Inc, located at 1391 Corporate Drive, Suite 203, McHenry, IL 60050, (hereinafter called
CONSULTANT) is as follows:

Whereas, the CITY desires to contract for professional services for the Project known as BEVERLY
PARK FLOODPLAIN RECONNECTION further outlined in EXHIBIT A.

NOW, THEREFORE, it is hereby contracted and agreed:

1. This Agreement sets forth the entire final agreement between the CITY and the CONSULTANT
and shall govern the respective duties and obligations of the parties.

2. The CONSULTANT’s Obligations:

Perform all services, necessary for the completion of the above-described Project with the
standard of care of design professionals in Illinois, defined as the same degree of care, skill,
and diligence exercised in the performance of the services as is ordinarily possessed and
exercised by a member of the same profession, currently practicing, under similar
circumstances.

At the option of the CITY, and if authorized in writing, the CONSULTANT shall furnish
or obtain from others Additional Services upon mutually agreed terms and conditions and
by means of a written addendum to EXHIBIT A. Work shall not proceed until written
authorization from CITY is provided.

Make best efforts to adhere to the estimated length of services set forth in EXHIBIT A.
Upon the anticipation of a significant deviation from the estimated length of services the
CONSULTANT shall provide, in writing, a mutually agreed upon amended length of
service schedule by CONSULTANT and CITY.

3. The CITY’s Obligation:

a.

Place at CONSULTANT’s disposal, all available information pertinent to the Project
including previous reports and any other data relative to the scope of the Project, make
provisions for CONSULTANT to enter upon public and private property as required for
CONSULTANT to perform its services.

Transfer of Agreement. The CITY and CONSULTANT each binds himself and his partners,
successors, executors, administrators and assigns to the other party of this Agreement and to the
partners, successors, executors, administrators and assigns of such other party, in respect to all
covenants of this Agreement; except as above, neither CITY nor CONSULTANT shall assign, sublet
or transfer his interest in this Agreement without the written consent of the other.

Payment for Services. The CONSULTANT shall submit monthly statements for Basic and
Additional Services rendered. The monthly statements will be based upon the fee schedule previously
agreed by the parties.

Document Property Rights. Upon payment in full by the CITY, all documents or copies thereof
including tracings, drawings, estimates, field notes, investigations, design analysis, studies, and
specifications which are prepared in the performance of this Agreement are to be and remain the
property of the CITY and are to be delivered to the Director of Public Works of the CITY before
the final payment is made to the CONSULTANT. All drawings shall be provided in a format
mutually acceptable to the CITY. The CONSULTANT shall endorse, by professional engineering
seal, all plans, specifications, and engineering data furnished.

Insurance Requirements. Upon execution of the Agreement, and prior to CONSULTANT
commencing any work or services with regard to the project, CONSULTANT shall carry commercial
general liability insurance, umbrella liability insurance, and automobile liability insurance in amounts
acceptable to the CITY. CONSULTANT shall provide the CITY with a Certificate of Insurance and
Additional Insured Endorsement naming the CITY as Additional Insured thereunder. All coverage
shall be placed with an insurance company reasonably acceptable to the CITY.

Confidential Information. Both the CITY and CONSULTANT will comply with all laws and
regulations that apply to use, transmission, storage, disclosure, or destruction of information
designated in writing to be confidential. Both parties agree to hold the other party’s confidential
information in strict confidence.

Indemnification and Limitation of Liability. CITY and CONSULTANT each agree to indemnify
and hold the other harmless, inclining their respective officers, employees, agents, members, and
representatives, from and against liability for all claims, costs, losses, damages and expense including
reasonable attorney’s fees, to the extent such claims, losses, damages or expenses are causes by the
indemnifying party’s acts, errors or omissions.

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This Exhibit A for the AGREEMENT made by and between CITY OF ROCKFORD (hereinafter
called CITY) and HR Green, Inc, located at 1391 Corporate Drive, Suite 203, McHenry, IL 60050,
(hereinafter called CONSULTANT) is as follows:

1.0 Project Understanding
1.1 General Understanding

In 2025, CONSULTANT assisted CITY in preparing a grant application for the Green
Infrastructure Grant Opportunity (GIGO) through the lllinois Environmental Protection Agency
(IEPA). The CITY has received verbal notice that a grant will be awarded to CITY in the amount
of $613,551.00 to design, permit and construct a minimum of 2,000 linear feet of two-stage
channel within the Beverly Park neighborhood along a tributary to the North Fork of Kent Creek.

The CITY seeks engineering services from CONSULTANT to design and permit the proposed
channel improvements along the tributary to the North Fork of Kent Creek from the confluence
with the North Fork of Kent Creek to Gilbert Avenue. Limits of the proposed work include
approximately 2,200 linear feet of concrete lined channel. These limits are highlighted in Figure 1
below.

It is assumed that detailed design will include installation of a new two-stage channel cross
section, bank stabilization and riparian area restoration with native vegetation.
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Figure 1: Approximate Project Location

As depicted below in Figure 2, the existing channel is a concrete lined trapezoid cross section.
The grant application indicated that the concrete channel will be removed and a two-stage
channel will be installed. Floodplain benches will be installed at the bankfull elevation and native
vegetation, and stone will be used to stabilize the waterway.

1.2 Design Criteria/Assumptions

CITY intends to employ CONSULTANT to design, permit and complete grant management for
the grant funded work within the project limits. The intent is to maximize the use of grant funding,
reduce flooding within the adjacent neighborhoods and provide a naturalized two-stage channel
along the project corridor.

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2.0 Services

The CITY agrees to employ CONSULTANT to perform the following services:

2.1 Project Administration

This item will include general administrative tasks associated with the project, including but not
limited to:

e Developing a Project Work Plan and Schedule

e Managing scope, schedule, and budget in accordance with expectations and schedule
established during the initial kick-off meeting, as well as in accordance with the scope.

2.2 Meetings
2.2.1 Kickoff Meeting

CONSULTANT will attend one (1) in-person kickoff meeting with the CITY to discuss scope,
schedule, and budget and general project goals and objectives. CONSULTANT will provide a
meeting agenda, attend the meeting, and prepare minutes of the meeting. CONSULTANT will
also conduct one (1) internal kickoff meeting with the project team to discuss scope, schedule,
and budget and project goals and objectives.

2.2.2 Progress Meetings

CONSULTANT will attend one (1) virtual progress meeting with the CITY to discuss engineering
plans, contract document development, and costs. CONSULTANT will provide a meeting agenda
and associated exhibits, attend the meeting, and prepare meeting minutes.

2.3 Data Collection
2.3.1 Environmental Site Conditions Exhibits
CONSULTANT will download relevant site data from FEMA, the National Wetlands Inventory,

Winnebago County and USDA'’s web soils survey. Data will be mapped and incorporated into the
alternatives analysis.

2.3.2 Field Reconnaissance

CONSULTANT team members will complete site reconnaissance to become familiar with the site
and constraints to be addressed in the concept plan development. A review of the site’s proposed
access, underground and overhead utilities, floodway and floodplain impacts, and wetland
impacts will be evaluated.

CONSULTANT will review the CITY’s utility atlas (or other plans provided by the CITY) and
investigate the existence of storm sewer outfalls within the project limits.
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2.3.3 Franchise Utility Coordination

CONSULTANT will submit a J.U.L.I.E. design ticket upon Notice to Proceed to obtain utility maps
to identify existing private and public utilities present within the project limits. These utility maps,
supplemented by the field survey of visible utilities, will be used to identify potential conflicts that
may impact the design and/or require relocation. The known franchise utilities obtained during
this process will be incorporated into the base survey drawings.

2.3.4 \Wetland Delineation

A wetland delineation will be required as part of the Army Corps permitting process.
CONSULTANT will complete a wetland delineation of the project area. Ecologists will conduct a
wetland delineation within the approximately 9-acre site in accordance with the U.S. Army Corps
of Engineers (ACOE) 1987 Wetland Delineation and the Midwest Regional Supplement for
Wetland Delineations. GPS points will be used to delineate the on-site wetland boundaries. Pink
flags will be placed as part of this work. As required by the ACOE, the delineation shall include
an on-site investigation of vegetation, soils, and hydrology. In addition, the floristic quality index
(FQI) will be calculated for each wetland encountered. Digital photographs of data points will be
taken to assist in documenting existing site conditions.

A wetland delineation report in accordance with the ACOE’s 1987 Wetland Delineation Manual
and Midwest Regional Supplement will be prepared. The report will include the following: a
wetland delineation exhibit that shows all wetlands and data collection points within the project
area, photos of representative data point locations, wetland and soils maps, ACOE data forms,
and an evaluation of the quality of on-site wetlands based upon the Floristic Quality Index (FQI).

2.3.5 Geotechnical Services

CONSULTANT will utilize a sub-consultant (Testing Service Corporation) to complete two (2)
borings within the upland area up to 15 feet deep, and one (1) CCDD sample. The sample will be
used to provide contractors with information regarding the in-situ soils.

Samples obtained from the borings will be examined by laboratory personnel to verify field
descriptions as well as to visually classify in accordance with the Unified Soil Classification
System.

As a result of legislation enacted by the lllinois General Assembly and signed into law on July 30,
2010, by the Governor of lllinois, Public Act 096-1416, regulating disposal of Clean Construction
or Demolition Debris (CCDD), disposal of construction or demolition debris requires a certification
from an lllinois registered Professional Engineer that soils generated during construction activities
are uncontaminated. The proposed geotechnical borings be screened onsite using a Photo
lonization Detector (PID) for presence of Volatile Organic Compounds (VOC’s). One (1) soil
sample will be submitted to a certified laboratory qualified to test the soil for the lllinois
Environmental Protection Agency (IEPA) Site Remediation Program Target Compound List. The
laboratory results will be compared to Part 742, Tier Approach to Corrective Action Objectives
(TACO), Table A. Based on the results of environmental records review and soil sampling, SUB-
CONSULTANT will provide Professional Engineer (P.E.) certification for the soils generated
during construction activities that are appropriate for disposal at a permitted CCDD facility. The
P.E. certification will be provided on lllinois Environmental Protection Agency form LPC-663.
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If contaminants are found, then additional testing may be required outside the scope of this
project. Additional testing may include additional borings, supplemental PESA and PSI which are
not included in this scope. Additional soils investigations can be provided for an additional fee.

24 Topographic Survey
2.4.1 Topographic Survey

CONSULTANT will conduct a topographic survey of the area lying within the limits described
above including PINs 11-15-126-020, 11-15-176-016, portions of 11-15-156-045, Liberty Drive
bridge, Gilbert Avenue Bridge and portions of Belden Street , being approximately 9 acre total.
The topographic survey will include cross-sections at 50-foot intervals and extend to the limits
outlined in red on Figure 1. The survey will include visible existing features and improvements.
Existing utilities will be surveyed from visible flags or markings. Storm, sanitary sewer, and
watermain structures will be surveyed, including rim elevation, invert elevation, pipe size, direction
and elevation as observed at unlocked manholes. Trees situated within the limits described
above and having a diameter of six (6) inches or greater will be located, but the species will not
be identified. The survey will reference existing NGS control stations, lllinois State Plane
Coordinate System East Zone NAD83 (2011) and NAVD88 (US Survey Feet).

2.4.2 Base Map

A survey base drawing will be generated of the existing features collected within the limits
described above, and TIN including approximate one-foot contours, according to IDOT standards.
The base map will be completed in AutoCAD Civil3D release 2023 for use in CONSULTANT’'S
internal design.

2.5 Permitting
2.5.1 Army Corps of Engineers (ACOE) Wetland and WOTUS Permitting

The proposed improvements will require permitting from the ACOE for impacts to jurisdictional
wetlands and Waters of the United States (WOTUS) and for work within the river. The Rock River
is a navigable waterway and a WOTUS. It is assumed that the work will be permitted under
Nationwide Permit 27 — Aquatic Habitat Restoration, Enhancement, and Establishment Activities.
CONSULTANT will prepare necessary information for the permit application which will be
submitted to the Rock Island District. Up to two (2) reviews and resubmittals are anticipated prior
to approval and permitting from ACOE. CONSULTANT will correspond and provide information
required to facilitate permit approval. It is also anticipated that ACOE will directly submit to and
coordinate with the State Historic Preservation Office (SHPO) for historic preservation clearance
for their internal use.

2.5.2 IDNR EcoCAT
CONSULTANT will utilize the lllinois Department of Natural Resources (IDNR) online EcCoCAT
(Ecological Compliance Assessment Tool) to obtain a consultation regarding the potential impacts

from the proposed activity on lllinois endangered and threatened species and sites listed on the
lllinois Natural Areas Inventory. It is assumed that the consultation will be obtained without
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additional studies and/or field archeological or cultural resource surveys. Any additional studies
for threatened or endangered species will be considered out of scope and will require an
addendum to this contract. The IDNR EcoCAT service requires a review fee. This review fee,
based on the current fee schedule at the time of this proposal, is estimated to cost approximately
$127.00 and is included in this contract. Review fees, if different from estimated fees, will be the
responsibility of the CITY.

2.5.3 |IDNR-OWR Floodway

The Tributary to the North Fork Kent Creek is a mapped regulatory floodway; therefore, the
subject improvements are under the jurisdiction of IDNR-OWR. It is assumed that this project will
be permitted under the IDNR floodway authorization program as a general permit, with the
assumption that the project plans show no net fill in the floodway. It is assumed that hydraulic
analysis will be required by IDNR-OWR. Up to two (2) reviews and resubmittals are anticipated
prior to approval and permitting from IDNR-OWR. Per the Office of Water Resources Permit
Application Fee Notice dated July 1, 2025 through June 30, 2026, this permit application is
anticipated to require a review fee of $3,440.00 for construction activities that the Department
determines will hydrologic and/or hydraulic analysis to demonstrate compliance with the Part 3700
rules. This permit review fee is included in the cost of this agreement.

2.5.4 Rockford Stormwater

The City of Rockford has local jurisdiction over stormwater and floodplain improvements.
Stormwater and floodplain conditions will be documented in the City of Rockford’s standard forms
and submitted for approval. No review fee is anticipated for this review.

2.5.5 United States Fish and Wildlife Service (USFWS) Section 7 Review:

CONSULTANT will prepare a USFWS Section 7 review and coordinate with the USFWS for
concurrence on the report. Any additional studies for threatened or endangered species will be
considered out of scope and will require an addendum to this contract.

2.6 Preliminary Plans

CONSULTANT will prepare preliminary plan sheets, consisting of Cover Sheet including
Schedule of Quantities and Benchmarks, General Notes & Legend, Existing Conditions and
Removal Plan, Proposed Grading and Site Plan, Typical Cross Sections, Proposed Grading and
Site Plans and assemble them for submittal to the CITY. Preliminary plans are defined as
approximately a 60% level of completion.

CONSULTANT will coordinate with the CITY to identify opportunities for enhancement and
potential pitfalls, and to gain general concurrence and authorization from the CITY to move to pre-
final design and preparation of contract documents. CONSULTANT will not perform any revisions
to the preliminary plans deliverable but rather will incorporate the changes into the effort for final
design and preparation of the contract documents.
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2.7 Pre-Final Contract Documents

CONSULTANT will prepare pre-final plan sheets, consisting of the preliminary plans,
modifications requested to the preliminary plans, restoration and erosion control sheets, and
assemble them for submittal to the CITY. Pre-final plans are defined as approximately a 90% level
of completion. Specifications will be prepared in accordance with CITY and Standard
Specifications for Road and Bridge Construction pay items.

CONSULTANT will coordinate with the CITY to gain general concurrence and authorization from
the CITY to move to final design and preparation of contract documents. CONSULTANT will not
perform any revisions to the pre-final plans deliverable but rather will incorporate the changes into
the effort for final design and preparation of the contract documents.

The Pre-final plans will be used to apply for permit applications.

The City of Rockford has utilized Rock River Energy to assist with the procurement of natural
gas and electricity for municipal operations for several years. The City’s current electrical
municipal aggregation supply contract is with MCSquared at 7.79 cents per kwh and is set to
expire in September, 2026.

Due to current market conditions, demand for electricity has driven prices above the City’s
existing contract rate. MCSquared has offered the City an opportunity to extend the current
agreement at a rate that is anticipated to remain lower than market pricing if the City were to
solicit new bids later this summer for a subsequent contract term. ComEd’s rate beginning in
June is 10.5 cents per kwh and expected to continue to rise as electric demand grows
throughout the state.

Staff recommends that City Council authorize the Central Services Manager to execute a two-
year contract extension with MCSquared at a rate of 9.99 cents per kwh, with the assistance of
Rock River Energy. The proposed extension would run for 24 months through June, 2028.

2.2. Amount of Agreement. Grant Funds $262,464.00, of which $0.00 are federal funds. Grantee
accepts Grantor’s payment as specified in this ARTICLE.

2.3. Payment. Payment will be made as follows (see additional payment requirements in ARTICLE 1V;

Procedure for Advance Payment:

A The Grantee may be paid in advance, provided it maintains or demonstrates the willingness to maintain
written procedures that minimize the time elapsing between the transfer of funds and disbursement; and the use
of a financial management system that includes the following:

1) Identification of all grant awards received, related funds expended, and the programs under which they
were received, including the title and number, award identification number, year issued, and name of the
awarding agency.

2) Accurate, current, and complete disclosure of the financial results of each grant award or program in
reports submitted at the appropriate deadlines, in a format that allows for ILETSB monitoring.

3.4. Representations and Use of Funds. Grantee certifies under oath that (1) all representations made
in this Agreement are true and correct and (2) all Grant Funds awarded pursuant to this Agreement must be used
only for the purpose(s) described herein. Grantee acknowledges that the Award is made solely upon this
certification and that any false statements, misrepresentations, or material omissions will be the basis for
immediate termination of this Agreement and repayment of all Grant Funds.

3.5. Specific Certifications. Grantee is responsible for compliance with the enumerated certifications
in this Paragraph to the extent that the certifications apply to Grantee.

(a) Bribery. Grantee certifies that it has not been convicted of bribery or attempting to
bribe an officer or employee of the State of lllinois, nor made an admission of guilt of such conduct which
is a matter of record.

(b) Bid Rigging. Grantee certifies that it has not been barred from contracting with a unit of
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State or local government as a result of a violation of Paragraph 33E-3 or 33E-4 of the Criminal Code of
2012 (720 ILCS 5/33E-3 or 720 ILCS 5/33E-4, respectively).

(c) Debt to State. Grantee certifies that neither it, nor its affiliate(s), is/are barred from
receiving an Award because Grantee, or its affiliate(s), is/are delinquent in the payment of any debt to the
State, unless Grantee, or its affiliate(s), has/have entered into a deferred payment plan to pay off the
debt.

(d) International Boycott. Grantee certifies that neither it nor any substantially owned
affiliated company is participating or will participate in an international boycott in violation of the
provision of the Anti-Boycott Act of 2018, Part Il of the Export Control Reform Act of 2018 (50 USC 4841
through 4843), and the anti-boycott provisions set forth in Part 760 of the federal Export Administration
Regulations (15 CFR Parts 730 through 774).

(e) Discriminatory Club Dues or Fees. Grantee certifies that it is not prohibited from
receiving an Award because it pays dues or fees on behalf of its employees or agents, or subsidizes or
otherwise reimburses employees or agents for payment of their dues or fees to any club which unlawfully
discriminates (775 ILCS 25/2).

(f) Pro-Children Act. Grantee certifies that it is in compliance with the Pro-Children Act of
2001 in that it prohibits smoking in any portion of its facility used for the provision of health, day care,
early childhood development services, education or library services to children under the age of eighteen
(18) (except such portions of the facilities which are used for inpatient substance abuse treatment) (20
USC 7181-7184).

(g) Drug-Free Workplace. If Grantee is not an individual, Grantee certifies it will provide a
drug free workplace pursuant to the Drug Free Workplace Act. 30 ILCS 580/3. If Grantee is an individual
and this Agreement is valued at more than $5,000, Grantee certifies it will not engage in the unlawful
manufacture, distribution, dispensation, possession, or use of a controlled substance during the
performance of the Agreement. 30 ILCS 580/4. Grantee further certifies that if it is a recipient of federal
pass-through funds, it is in compliance with the government-wide requirements for a drug-free workplace
as set forth in 41 USC 8103.

(h) Motor Voter Law. Grantee certifies that it is in full compliance with the terms and
provisions of the National Voter Registration Act of 1993 (52 USC 20501 et seq.).

(i) Clean Air Act and Clean Water Act. Grantee certifies that it is in compliance with all
applicable standards, orders or regulations issued pursuant to the Clean Air Act (42 USC 7401 et seq.) and
the Federal Water Pollution Control Act, as amended (33 USC 1251 et seq.).

(4) Debarment. Grantee certifies that it is not debarred, suspended, proposed for
debarment or permanent inclusion on the lllinois Stop Payment List, declared ineligible, or voluntarily
excluded from participation in this Agreement by any federal department or agency (2 CFR 200.205(a)), or
by the State (30 ILCS 708/25(6)(G)).

(k) Non-procurement Debarment and Suspension. Grantee certifies that it is in compliance
with Subpart C of 2 CFR Part 180 as supplemented by 2 CFR Part 376, Subpart C.

(1 Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act. Grantee certifies that it is in
compliance with the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of 1996 (HIPAA) (Public Law No.
104-191, 45 CFR Parts 160, 162 and 164, and the Social Security Act, 42 USC 1320d-2 through 1320d-7), in
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that it may not use or disclose protected health information other than as permitted or required by law
and agrees to use appropriate safeguards to prevent use or disclosure of the protected health
information. Grantee must maintain, for a minimum of six (6) years, all protected health information.

(m) Criminal Convictions. Grantee certifies that:

(i) Neither it nor a managerial agent of Grantee (for non-governmental grantees only,
this includes any officer, director or partner of Grantee) has been convicted of a felony under the
Sarbanes-Oxley Act of 2002, nor a Class 3 or Class 2 felony under lllinois Securities Law of 1953,
or that at least five (5) years have passed since the date of the conviction; and

(i) It must disclose to Grantor all violations of criminal law involving fraud, bribery or
gratuity violations potentially affecting this Award. Failure to disclose may result in remedial
actions as stated in the Grant Accountability and Transparency Act. 30 ILCS 708/40. Additionally,
if Grantee receives over $10 million in total federal Financial Assistance, during the period of this
Award, Grantee must maintain the currency of information reported to SAM regarding civil,
criminal or administrative proceedings as required by 2 CFR 200.113 and Appendix XIl of 2 CFR
Part 200, and 30 ILCS 708/40.

(n) Federal Funding Accountability and Transparency Act of 2006 (FFATA). Grantee
certifies that it is in compliance with the terms and requirements of 31 USC 6101 with respect to Federal
Awards greater than or equal to $30,000. A FFATA subaward report must be filed by the end of the month
following the month in which the award was made.

(o) lllinois Works Review Panel. For Awards made for public works projects, as defined in
the lllinois Works Jobs Program Act, Grantee certifies that it and any contractor(s) or subcontractor(s) that
performs work using funds from this Award, must, upon reasonable notice, appear before and respond to
requests for information from the Illinois Works Review Panel. 30 ILCS 559/20-25(d).

(p) Anti-Discrimination. Grantee certifies that its employees and subcontractors under
subcontract made pursuant to this Agreement, must comply with all applicable provisions of State and
federal laws and regulations pertaining to nondiscrimination, sexual harassment and equal employment
opportunity including, but not limited to: Illinois Human Rights Act (775 ILCS 5/1-101 et seq.), including,
without limitation, 44 Ill. Admin. Code 750- Appendix A, which is incorporated herein; Public Works
Employment Discrimination Act (775 ILCS 10/1 et seq.); Civil Rights Act of 1964 (as amended) (42 USC
2000a - 2000h-6); Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 (29 USC 794); Americans with Disabilities
Act of 1990 (as amended) (42 USC 12101 et seq.); and the Age Discrimination Act of 1975 (42 USC 6101 et
seq.).

(q) Internal Revenue Code and lllinois Income Tax Act. Grantee certifies that it complies
with all provisions of the federal Internal Revenue Code (26 USC 1), the Illinois Income Tax Act (35 ILCS 5),
and all regulations and rules promulgated thereunder, including withholding provisions and timely
deposits of employee taxes and unemployment insurance taxes.

ARTICLE IV
PAYMENT REQUIREMENTS

4.1.  Availability of Appropriation; Sufficiency of Funds. This Agreement is contingent upon and
subject to the availability of sufficient funds. Grantor may terminate or suspend this Agreement, in whole or in
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part, without penalty or further payment being required, if (i) sufficient funds for this Agreement have not been
appropriated or otherwise made available to Grantor by the State or the federal funding source, (ii) the Governor
or Grantor reserves funds, or (iii) the Governor or Grantor determines that funds will not or may not be available
for payment. Grantor must provide notice, in writing, to Grantee of any such funding failure and its election to
terminate or suspend this Agreement as soon as practicable. Any suspension or termination pursuant to this
Paragraph will be effective upon the date of the written notice unless otherwise indicated.

4.2. Pre-Award Costs. Pre-award costs are not permitted unless specifically authorized by Grantor in
Exhibit A, PART TWO or PART THREE of this Agreement. If they are authorized, pre-award costs must be charged
to the initial Budget Period of the Award, unless otherwise specified by Grantor. 2 CFR 200.458.

4.3. Return of Grant Funds. Grantee must liquidate all Obligations incurred under the Award within
forty-five (45) days of the end of the Period of Performance, or in the case of capital improvement Awards, within
forty-five (45) days of the end of the time period the Grant Funds are available for expenditure or obligation,
unless Grantor permits a longer period in PART TWO OR PART THREE. Grantee must return to Grantor within
forty-five (45) days of the end of the applicable time period as set forth in this Paragraph all remaining Grant
Funds that are not expended or legally obligated.

4.4, Cash Management Improvement Act of 1990. Unless notified otherwise in PART TWO or PART
THREE, Grantee must manage federal funds received under this Agreement in accordance with the Cash
Management Improvement Act of 1990 (31 USC 6501 et seq.) and any other applicable federal laws or
regulations. 2 CFR 200.305; 44 Ill. Admin. Code 7000.120.

4.5, Payments to Third Parties. Grantor will have no liability to Grantee when Grantor acts in good
faith to redirect all or a portion of any Grantee payment to a third party. Grantor will be deemed to have acted in
good faith when it is in possession of information that indicates Grantee authorized Grantor to intercept or
redirect payments to a third party or when so ordered by a court of competent jurisdiction.

4.6. Modifications to Estimated Amount. If the Agreement amount is established on an estimated
basis, then it may be increased by mutual agreement at any time during the Term. Grantor may decrease the
estimated amount of this Agreement at any time during the Term if (i) Grantor believes Grantee will not use the
funds during the Term, (ii) Grantor believes Grantee has used Grant Funds in a manner that was not authorized by
this Agreement, (iii) sufficient funds for this Agreement have not been appropriated or otherwise made available
to Grantor by the State or the federal funding source, (iv) the Governor or Grantor reserves funds, or (v) the
Governor or Grantor determines that funds will or may not be available for payment. Grantee will be notified, in
writing, of any adjustment of the estimated amount of this Agreement. In the event of such reduction, services
provided by Grantee under Exhibit A may be reduced accordingly. Grantor must pay Grantee for work
satisfactorily performed prior to the date of the notice regarding adjustment. 2 CFR 200.308.

4.7. Interest.

(a) All interest earned on Grant Funds held by a Grantee or a subrecipient will be treated in
accordance with 2 CFR 200.305(b)(12), unless otherwise provided in PART TWO or PART THREE. Grantee
and its subrecipients must remit annually any amount due in accordance with 2 CFR 200.305(b)(12) or to
Grantor, as applicable.

(b) Grant Funds must be placed in an insured account, whenever possible, that bears
interest, unless exempted under 2 CFR 200.305(b)(10), (b)(11).

4.8. Timely Billing Required. Grantee must submit any payment request to Grantor within fifteen (15)
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days of the end of the quarter, unless another billing schedule is specified in ARTICLE Il, PART TWO, or PART
THREE. Failure to submit such payment request timely will render the amounts billed Unallowable Costs which
Grantor cannot reimburse. In the event that Grantee is unable, for good cause, to submit its payment request
timely, Grantee shall timely notify Grantor and may request an extension of time to submit the payment request.
Grantor’s approval of Grantee’s request for an extension shall not be unreasonably withheld.

4.9. Certification. Pursuant to 2 CFR 200.415, each invoice and report submitted by Grantee (or
subrecipient) must contain the following certification by an official authorized to legally bind Grantee (or
subrecipient):

By signing this report [or payment request or both], | certify to the best of my
knowledge and belief that the report [or payment request] is true, complete,
and accurate; that the expenditures, disbursements and cash receipts are for
the purposes and objectives set forth in the terms and conditions of the State
or federal pass-through award; and that supporting documentation has been
submitted as required by the grant agreement. | acknowledge that approval for
any other expenditure described herein is considered conditional subject to
further review and verification in accordance with the monitoring and records
retention provisions of the grant agreement. | am aware that any false,
fictitious, or fraudulent information, or the omission of any material fact, may
subject me to criminal, civil or administrative penalties for fraud, false
statements, false claims or otherwise (U.S. Code Title 18, Sections 2, 1001,
1343 and Title 31, Sections 3729-3730 and 3801-3812; 30 ILCS 708/120).

ARTICLE V
SCOPE OF AWARD ACTIVITIES/PURPOSE OF AWARD

5.1. Scope of Award Activities/Purpose of Award. Grantee must perform as described in this
Agreement, including as described in Exhibit A (Project Description), Exhibit B (Deliverables or Milestones), and
Exhibit D (Performance Measures and Standards), as applicable. Grantee must further comply with all terms and
conditions set forth in the Notice of State Award (44 Ill. Admin. Code 7000.360) which is incorporated herein by
reference. All Grantor-specific provisions and programmatic reporting required under this Agreement are
described in PART TWO (Grantor-Specific Terms). All Project-specific provisions and reporting required under this
Agreement are described in PART THREE (Project-Specific Terms).

5.2. Scope Revisions. Grantee must obtain Prior Approval from Grantor whenever a scope revision is
necessary for one or more of the reasons enumerated in 44 Ill. Admin. Code 7000.370(b)(2). All requests for
scope revisions that require Grantor approval must be signed by Grantee’s authorized representative and
submitted to Grantor for approval. Expenditure of funds under a requested revision is prohibited and will not be
reimbursed if expended before Grantor gives written approval. 2 CFR 200.308.

5.3. Specific Conditions. If applicable, specific conditions required after a risk assessment are included
in Exhibit E. Grantee must adhere to the specific conditions listed therein. 44 Ill. Admin. Code 7000.340(e).

ARTICLE VI
BUDGET

6.1. Budget. The Budget submitted by Grantee at application, or a revised Budget subsequently
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submitted and approved by Grantor, is considered final and is incorporated herein by reference.

6.2. Budget Revisions. Grantee must obtain Prior Approval, whether mandated or discretionary, from
Grantor whenever a Budget revision is necessary for one or more of the reasons enumerated in 44 Ill. Admin.
Code 7000.370(b). All requests for Budget revisions that require Grantor approval must be signed by Grantee’s
authorized representative and submitted to Grantor for approval. Expenditure of funds under a requested
revision is prohibited and will not be reimbursed if expended before Grantor gives written approval.

6.3. Notification. Within thirty (30) calendar days from the date of receipt of the request for Budget
revisions, Grantor will review the request and notify Grantee whether the Budget revision has been approved,
denied, or the date upon which a decision will be reached. 44 Ill. Admin. Code 7000.370(b)(7).

ARTICLE VI
ALLOWABLE COSTS

7.1.  Allowability of Costs; Cost Allocation Methods. The allowability of costs and cost allocation
methods for work performed under this Agreement will be determined in accordance with 2 CFR Part 200
Subpart E and Appendices lll, IV, V, and VII.

7.2. Indirect Cost Rate Submission.

(a) All grantees, except for Local Education Agencies (as defined in 34 CFR 77.1), must make
an Indirect Cost Rate election in the Grantee Portal, even grantees that do not charge or expect to charge
Indirect Costs. 44 Ill. Admin. Code 7000.420(e).

(i) Waived and de minimis Indirect Cost Rate elections will remain in effect until
Grantee elects a different option.

(b) Grantee must submit an Indirect Cost Rate Proposal in accordance with federal and
State regulations, in a format prescribed by Grantor. For grantees who have never negotiated an Indirect
Cost Rate before, the Indirect Cost Rate Proposal must be submitted for approval no later than three
months after the effective date of the Award. For grantees who have previously negotiated an Indirect
Cost Rate, the Indirect Cost Rate Proposal must be submitted for approval within 180 days of Grantee’s
fiscal year end, as dictated in the applicable appendices, such as:

(i) Appendix VIl to 2 CFR Part 200 governs Indirect Cost Rate Proposals for state
and Local Governments and Indian Tribes,
(ii) Appendix Il to 2 CFR Part 200 governs Indirect Cost Rate Proposals for public
and private institutions of higher education,
(iii) Appendix IV to 2 CFR Part 200 governs Indirect (F&A) Costs Identification and
Assignment, and Rate Determination for Nonprofit Organizations, and
(iv) Appendix V to 2 CFR Part 200 governs state/Local Government-wide Central

Service Cost Allocation Plans.

(c) A grantee who has a current, applicable rate negotiated by a cognizant federal agency
must provide to Grantor a copy of its Indirect Cost Rate acceptance letter from the federal government
and a copy of all documentation regarding the allocation methodology for costs used to negotiate that
rate, e.g., without limitation, the cost policy statement or disclosure narrative statement. Grantor will
accept that Indirect Cost Rate, up to any statutory, rule-based or programmatic limit.
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(d) A grantee who does not have a current negotiated rate, may elect to charge a de
minimis rate up to 15 percent of modified total direct costs , which may be used indefinitely. No
documentation is required to justify the de minimis Indirect Cost Rate. 2 CFR 200.414(f).

7.3. Transfer of Costs. Cost transfers between Grants, whether as a means to compensate for cost
overruns or for other reasons, are unallowable. 2 CFR 200.451.

7.4. Commercial Organization Cost Principles. The federal cost principles and procedures for cost
analysis and the determination, negotiation and allowance of costs that apply to commercial organizations are set
forth in 48 CFR Part 31.

7.5. Financial Management Standards. The financial management systems of Grantee must meet the
following standards:

(a) Accounting System. Grantee organizations must have an accounting system that
provides accurate, current, and complete disclosure of all financial transactions related to each state- and
federally-funded Program. Accounting records must contain information pertaining to State and federal
pass-through awards, authorizations, Obligations, unobligated balances, assets, outlays, and income.
These records must be maintained on a current basis and balanced at least quarterly. Cash contributions
to the Program from third parties must be accounted for in the general ledger with other Grant Funds.
Third party in-kind (non-cash) contributions are not required to be recorded in the general ledger, but
must be under accounting control, possibly through the use of a memorandum ledger. To comply with 2
CFR 200.305(b)(9) and 30 ILCS 708/97, Grantee must use reasonable efforts to ensure that funding
streams are delineated within Grantee’s accounting system. 2 CFR 200.302.

(b) Source Documentation. Accounting records must be supported by such source
documentation as canceled checks, bank statements, invoices, paid bills, donor letters, time and
attendance records, activity reports, travel reports, contractual and consultant agreements, and
subaward documentation. All supporting documentation must be clearly identified with the Award and
general ledger accounts which are to be charged or credited.

(i) The documentation standards for salary charges to Grants are prescribed by 2
CFR 200.430, and in the cost principles applicable to the Grantee’s organization.
(ii) If records do not meet the standards in 2 CFR 200.430, then Grantor may notify

Grantee in PART TWO, PART THREE or Exhibit E of the requirement to submit personnel activity
reports. 2 CFR 200.430(g)(8). Personnel activity reports must account on an after-the-fact basis
for one hundred percent (100%) of the employee's actual time, separately indicating the time
spent on the Award, other grants or projects, vacation or sick leave, and administrative time, if
applicable. The reports must be signed by the employee, approved by the appropriate official,
and coincide with a pay period. These time records must be used to record the distribution of
salary costs to the appropriate accounts no less frequently than quarterly.

(iii) Formal agreements with independent contractors, such as consultants, must
include a description of the services to be performed, the period of performance, the fee and
method of payment, an itemization of travel and other costs which are chargeable to the
agreement, and the signatures of both the contractor and an appropriate official of Grantee.

(iv) If third party in-kind (non-cash) contributions are used for Award purposes, the
valuation of these contributions must be supported with adequate documentation.

(c) Internal Control. Grantee must maintain effective control and accountability for all cash,
real and personal property, and other assets. Grantee must adequately safeguard all such property and
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must provide assurance that it is used solely for authorized purposes. Grantee must also have systems in
place that provide reasonable assurance that the information is accurate, allowable, and compliant with
the terms and conditions of this Agreement. 2 CFR 200.303.

(d) Budget Control. Grantee must maintain records of expenditures for each Award by the
cost categories of the approved Budget (including Indirect Costs that are charged to the Award), and
actual expenditures are to be compared with budgeted amounts at least quarterly.

(e) Cash Management. Requests for advance payment must be limited to Grantee's
immediate cash needs. Grantee must have written procedures to minimize the time elapsing between the
receipt and the disbursement of Grant Funds to avoid having excess funds on hand. 2 CFR 200.305.

7.6. Profits. It is not permitted for any person or entity to earn a Profit from an Award. See, e.g., 2
CFR 200.400(g); see also 30 ILCS 708/60(a)(7).

7.7. Management of Program Income. Grantee is encouraged to earn income to defray Program
Costs where appropriate, subject to 2 CFR 200.307.

ARTICLE VIII
LOBBYING

8.1. Improper Influence. Grantee certifies that it will not use and has not used Grant Funds to
influence or attempt to influence an officer or employee of any government agency or a member or employee of
the State or federal legislature in connection with the awarding of any agreement, the making of any grant, the
making of any loan, the entering into of any cooperative agreement, or the extension, continuation, renewal,
amendment or modification of any agreement, grant, loan or cooperative agreement. Additionally, Grantee
certifies that it has filed the required certification under the Byrd Anti-Lobbying Amendment (31 USC 1352), if
applicable.

8.2. Federal Form LLL. If any federal funds, other than federally-appropriated funds, were paid or will
be paid to any person for influencing or attempting to influence any of the above persons in connection with this
Agreement, the undersigned must also complete and submit Federal Form LLL, Disclosure of Lobbying Activities
Form, in accordance with its instructions.

8.3. Lobbying Costs. Grantee certifies that it is in compliance with the restrictions on lobbying set
forth in 2 CFR 200.450. For any Indirect Costs associated with this Agreement, total lobbying costs must be
separately identified in the Program Budget, and thereafter treated as other Unallowable Costs.

8.4. Procurement Lobbying. Grantee warrants and certifies that it and, to the best of its knowledge,
its subrecipients have complied and will comply with lllinois Executive Order No. 1 (2007) (EO 1-2007). EO 1-2007
generally prohibits grantees and subcontractors from hiring the then-serving Governor’s family members to lobby
procurement activities of the State, or any other unit of government in Illinois including local governments, if that
procurement may result in a contract valued at over $25,000. This prohibition also applies to hiring for that same
purpose any former State employee who had procurement authority at any time during the one-year period
preceding the procurement lobbying activity.

8.5.  Subawards. Grantee must include the language of this ARTICLE in the award documents for any
subawards made pursuant to this Award at all tiers. All subrecipients are also subject to certification and
disclosure. Pursuant to Appendix II(l) to 2 CFR Part 200, Grantee must forward all disclosures by contractors
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regarding this certification to Grantor.

8.6. Certification. This certification is a material representation of fact upon which reliance was
placed to enter into this transaction and is a prerequisite for this transaction, pursuant to 31 USC 1352. Any
person who fails to file the required certifications will be subject to a civil penalty of not less than $10,000, and
not more than $100,000, for each such failure.

ARTICLE IX
MAINTENANCE AND ACCESSIBILITY OF RECORDS; MONITORING

9.1. Records Retention. Grantee must maintain for three (3) years from the date of submission of the
final expenditure report, adequate books, all financial records and, supporting documents, statistical records, and
all other records pertinent to this Award, adequate to comply with 2 CFR 200.334, unless a different retention
period is specified in 2 CFR 200.334, 44 Ill. Admin. Code 7000.430(a) and (b) or PART TWO or PART THREE. If any
litigation, claim or audit is started before the expiration of the retention period, the records must be retained
until all litigation, claims or audit exceptions involving the records have been resolved and final action taken.

9.2. Accessibility of Records. Grantee, in compliance with 2 CFR 200.337 and 44 Ill. Admin.
Code 7000.430(f), must make books, records, related papers, supporting documentation and personnel relevant
to this Agreement available to authorized Grantor representatives, the lllinois Auditor General, lllinois Attorney
General, any Executive Inspector General, Grantor’s Inspector General, federal authorities, any person identified
in 2 CFR 200.337, and any other person as may be authorized by Grantor (including auditors), by the State of
Illinois or by federal statute. Grantee must cooperate fully in any such audit or inquiry.

9.3. Failure to Maintain Books and Records. Failure to maintain adequate books, records and
supporting documentation, as described in this ARTICLE, will result in the disallowance of costs for which there is
insufficient supporting documentation and also establishes a presumption in favor of the State for the recovery of
any Grant Funds paid by the State under this Agreement for which adequate books, records and supporting
documentation are not available to support disbursement.

9.4. Monitoring and Access to Information. Grantee must monitor its activities to assure compliance
with applicable state and federal requirements and to assure its performance expectations are being achieved.
Grantor will monitor the activities of Grantee to assure compliance with all requirements, including applicable
programmatic rules, regulations, and guidelines that the Grantor promulgates or implements, and performance
expectations of the Award. Grantee must timely submit all financial and performance reports, and must supply,
upon Grantor’s request, documents and information relevant to the Award. Grantor may make site visits as
warranted by Program needs. 2 CFR 200.329; 200.332. Additional monitoring requirements may be in PART
TWO or PART THREE.

ARTICLE X
FINANCIAL REPORTING REQUIREMENTS

10.1. Required Periodic Financial Reports. Grantee must submit financial reports as requested and in
the format required by Grantor no later than the dues date(s) specified in PART TWO or PART THREE. Grantee
must submit reports to Grantor describing the expenditure(s) of the funds related thereto at the intervals
specified by Grantor, which must be no less frequent than annually and no more frequent than quarterly, unless
otherwise specified in either PART TWO or PART THREE (approved as an exception by GATU) or on Exhibit E
pursuant to specific conditions. 2 CFR 200.328(b). Any report required by 30 ILCS 708/125 may be detailed in
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PART TWO or PART THREE.

10.2. Financial Close-out Report.

(a) Grantee must submit a financial Close-out Report, in the format required by Grantor, by
the due date specified in PART TWO or PART THREE, which must be no later than sixty (60) calendar days
following the end of the Period of Performance for this Agreement or Agreement termination. The
format of this financial Close-out Report must follow a format prescribed by Grantor. 2 CFR 200.344; 44
Ill. Admin. Code 7000.440(b).

(b) If an audit or review of Grantee occurs and results in adjustments after Grantee submits
a Close-out Report, Grantee must submit a new financial Close-out Report based on audit adjustments,
and immediately submit a refund to Grantor, if applicable. 2 CFR 200.345; 44 Ill. Admin. Code 7000.450.

10.3. Effect of Failure to Comply. Failure to comply with the reporting requirements in this Agreement
may cause a delay or suspension of funding or require the return of improper payments or Unallowable Costs,
and will be considered a material breach of this Agreement. Grantee's failure to comply with ARTICLE X, ARTICLE
XI, or ARTICLE XVII will be considered prima facie evidence of a breach and may be admitted as such, without
further proof, into evidence in an administrative proceeding before Grantor, or in any other legal proceeding.
Grantee should refer to the State Grantee Compliance Enforcement System for policy and consequences for
failure to comply. 44 Ill. Admin. Code 7000.80.

ARTICLE XI
PERFORMANCE REPORTING REQUIREMENTS

11.1. Required Periodic Performance Reports. Grantee must submit performance reports as requested
and in the format required by Grantor no later than the due date(s) specified in PART TWO or PART THREE. 44 IlI.
Admin. Code 7000.410. Grantee must report to Grantor on the performance measures listed in Exhibit D, PART
TWO or PART THREE at the intervals specified by Grantor, which must be no less frequent than annually and no
more frequent than quarterly, unless otherwise specified in either PART TWO or PART THREE (approved as an
exception by GATU), or on Exhibit E pursuant to specific conditions. For certain construction-related Awards,
such reports may be exempted as identified in PART TWO or PART THREE. 2 CFR 200.329.

11.2. Performance Close-out Report. Grantee must submit a performance Close-out Report, in the
format required by Grantor by the due date specified in PART TWO or PART THREE, which must be no later than
60 calendar days following the end of the Period of Performance or Agreement termination. 2 CFR 200.344; 44
Ill. Admin. Code 7000.440(b).

11.3. Content of Performance Reports. Pursuant to 2 CFR 200.329(b) and (c), all performance reports
must relate the financial data and project or program accomplishments to the performance goals and objectives
of this Award and also include the following: a comparison of actual accomplishments to the objectives of the
Award established for the reporting period (for example, comparing costs to units of accomplishment);
computation of the cost and demonstration of cost effective practices (e.g., through unit cost data); performance
trend data and analysis if required; the reasons why established goals were not met, if appropriate; and
additional information, analysis, and explanation of any cost overruns or higher-than-expected unit costs.
Additional content and format guidelines for the performance reports will be determined by Grantor contingent
on the Award’s statutory, regulatory and administrative requirements, and are included in PART TWO or PART
THREE of this Agreement.
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ARTICLE XII
AUDIT REQUIREMENTS

12.1. Audits. Grantee is subject to the audit requirements contained in the Single Audit Act
Amendments of 1996 (31 USC 7501-7507), Subpart F of 2 CFR Part 200, and the audit rules and policies set forth
by the Governor’s Office of Management and Budget. 30 ILCS 708/65(c); 44 Ill. Admin. Code 7000.90.

12.2. Consolidated Year-End Financial Reports (CYEFR). All grantees must complete and submit a
CYEFR through the Grantee Portal, except those exempted by federal or State statute or regulation, as set forth in
PART TWO or PART THREE. The CYEFR is a required schedule in Grantee’s audit report if Grantee is required to
complete and submit an audit report as set forth herein.

(a) Grantee’s CYEFR must cover the same period as the audited financial statements, if
required, and must be submitted in accordance with the audit schedule at 44 Ill. Admin. Code 7000.90. If
Grantee is not required to complete audited financial statements, the CYEFR must cover Grantee’s fiscal
year and must be submitted within 6 months of the Grantee’s fiscal year-end.

(b) The CYEFR must include an in relation to opinion from the auditor of the financial
statements included in the audit.

(c) The CYEFR must follow a format prescribed by Grantor.

12.3. Entities That Are Not “For-Profit”.

(a) This Paragraph applies to Grantees that are not “for-profit” entities.

(b) Single and Program-Specific Audits. If, during its fiscal year, Grantee expends at least
$1,000,000 in federal Awards (direct federal and federal pass-through awards combined), Grantee must
have a single audit or program-specific audit conducted for that year as required by 2 CFR 200.501 and
other applicable sections of Subpart F of 2 CFR Part 200. The audit report packet must be completed as
described in 2 CFR 200.512 (single audit) or 2 CFR 200.507 (program-specific audit), 44 Ill. Admin. Code
7000.90(h)(1) and the current GATA audit manual and submitted to the Federal Audit Clearinghouse, as
required by 2 CFR 200.512. The results of peer and external quality control reviews, management letters
issued by the auditors and their respective corrective action plans if significant deficiencies or material
weaknesses are identified, and the CYEFR(s) must be submitted to the Grantee Portal at the same time
the audit report packet is submitted to the Federal Audit Clearinghouse. The due date of all required
submissions set forth in this Paragraph is the earlier of (i) thirty (30) calendar days after receipt of the
auditor’s report(s) or (ii) nine (9) months after the end of Grantee’s audit period.

(c) Financial Statement Audit. If, during its fiscal year, Grantee expends less than
$1,000,000 in federal Awards, Grantee is subject to the following audit requirements:

(i) If, during its fiscal year, Grantee expends at least $750,000 in State-issued
Awards, Grantee must have a financial statement audit conducted in accordance with the
Generally Accepted Government Auditing Standards (GAGAS). Grantee may be subject to
additional requirements in PART TWO, PART THREE or Exhibit E based on Grantee’s risk profile.

(ii) If, during its fiscal year, Grantee expends less than $750,000 in State-issued
Awards, but expends at least $500,000 in State-issued Awards, Grantee must have a financial
statement audit conducted in accordance with the Generally Accepted Auditing Standards
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(GAAS).

(iii) If Grantee is a Local Education Agency (as defined in 34 CFR 77.1), Grantee
must have a financial statement audit conducted in accordance with GAGAS, as required by 23 Ill.
Admin. Code 100.110, regardless of the dollar amount of expenditures of State-issued Awards.

(iv) If Grantee does not meet the requirements in subsections 12.3(b) and 12.3(c)(i-
iii) but is required to have a financial statement audit conducted based on other regulatory
requirements, Grantee must submit those audits for review.

(v) Grantee must submit its financial statement audit report packet, as set forth in
44 11l. Admin. Code 7000.90(h)(2) and the current GATA audit manual, to the Grantee Portal
within the earlier of (i) thirty (30) calendar days after receipt of the auditor’s report(s) or (ii) six
(6) months after the end of Grantee’s audit period.

12.4. “For-Profit” Entities.

(a) This Paragraph applies to Grantees that are “for-profit” entities.

(b) Program-Specific Audit. If, during its fiscal year, Grantee expends at least $1,000,000 in
federal pass-through funds from State-issued Awards, Grantee must have a program-specific audit
conducted in accordance with 2 CFR 200.507. The auditor must audit federal pass-through programs with
federal pass-through Awards expended that, in the aggregate, cover at least 50 percent (0.50) of total
federal pass-through Awards expended. The audit report packet must be completed as described in 2 CFR
200.507 (program-specific audit), 44 lll. Admin. Code 7000.90 and the current GATA audit manual, and
must be submitted to the Grantee Portal. The due date of all required submissions set forth in this
Paragraph is the earlier of (i) thirty (30) calendar days after receipt of the auditor’s report(s) or (ii) nine (9)
months after the end of Grantee’s audit period.

(c) Financial Statement Audit. If, during its fiscal year, Grantee expends less than
$1,000,000 in federal pass-through funds from State-issued Awards, Grantee must follow all of the audit
requirements in Paragraphs 12.3(c)(i)-(v), above.

(d) Publicly-Traded Entities. If Grantee is a publicly-traded company, Grantee is not subject
to the single audit or program-specific audit requirements, but must submit its annual audit conducted in
accordance with its regulatory requirements.

12.5. Performance of Audits. For those organizations required to submit an independent audit report,
the audit must be conducted by the lllinois Auditor General (as required for certain governmental entities only),
or a Certified Public Accountant or Certified Public Accounting Firm licensed in the State of Illinois or in
accordance with Section 5.2 of the Illinois Public Accounting Act (225 ILCS 450/5.2). For all audits required to be
performed subject to GAGAS or Generally Accepted Auditing Standards, Grantee must request and maintain on
file a copy of the auditor’s most recent peer review report and acceptance letter. Grantee must follow
procedures prescribed by Grantor for the preparation and submission of audit reports and any related
documents.

12.6. Delinquent Reports. When audit reports or financial statements required under this ARTICLE are
prepared by the Illinois Auditor General, if they are not available by the above-specified due date, they must be
provided to Grantor within thirty (30) days of becoming available. Grantee should refer to the State Grantee
Compliance Enforcement System for the policy and consequences for late reporting. 44 Ill. Admin. Code 7000.80.

ARTICLE XIlI
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TERMINATION; SUSPENSION; NON-COMPLIANCE
13.1. Termination.

(a) Either Party may terminate this Agreement, in whole or in part, upon thirty (30)
calendar days’ prior written notice to the other Party.

(b) If terminated by the Grantee, Grantee must include the reasons for such termination,
the effective date, and, in the case of a partial termination, the portion to be terminated. If Grantor
determines in the case of a partial termination that the reduced or modified portion of the Award will not
accomplish the purposes for which the Award was made, Grantor may terminate the Agreement in its
entirety. 2 CFR 200.340(a)(3).

(c) This Agreement may be terminated, in whole or in part, by Grantor:
(i) Pursuant to a funding failure under Paragraph 4.1;
(ii) If Grantee fails to comply with the terms and conditions of this or any Award,

application or proposal, including any applicable rules or regulations, or has made a false
representation in connection with the receipt of this or any Award; or

(iii) If the Award no longer effectuates the Program goals or agency priorities and if
this termination is permitted in the terms and conditions of the Award, which must be detailed in
Exhibit A, PART TWO or PART THREE.

13.2. Suspension. Grantor may suspend this Agreement, in whole or in part, pursuant to a funding
failure under Paragraph 4.1 or if the Grantee fails to comply with terms and conditions of this or any Award. If
suspension is due to Grantee’s failure to comply, Grantor may withhold further payment and prohibit Grantee
from incurring additional Obligations pending corrective action by Grantee or a decision to terminate this
Agreement by Grantor. Grantor may allow necessary and proper costs that Grantee could not reasonably avoid
during the period of suspension.

13.3. Non-compliance. If Grantee fails to comply with the U.S. Constitution, applicable statutes,
regulations or the terms and conditions of this or any Award, Grantor may impose additional conditions on
Grantee, as described in 2 CFR 200.208. If Grantor determines that non-compliance cannot be remedied by
imposing additional conditions, Grantor may take one or more of the actions described in 2 CFR 200.339. The
Parties must follow all Grantor policies and procedures regarding non-compliance, including, but not limited to,
the procedures set forth in the State Grantee Compliance Enforcement System. 44 Ill. Admin. Code 7000.80 and
7000.260.

13.4. Objection. If Grantor suspends or terminates this Agreement, in whole or in part, for cause, or
takes any other action in response to Grantee’s non-compliance, Grantee may avail itself of any opportunities to
object and challenge such suspension, termination or other action by Grantor in accordance with any applicable
processes and procedures, including, but not limited to, the procedures set forth in the State Grantee Compliance
Enforcement System. 2 CFR 200.342; 44 Ill. Admin. Code 7000.80 and 7000.260.

13.5. Effects of Suspension and Termination.

(a) Grantor may credit Grantee for allowable expenditures incurred in the performance of
authorized services under this Agreement prior to the effective date of a suspension or termination.
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(b) Except as set forth in subparagraph (c), below, Grantee must not incur any costs or
Obligations that require the use of Grant Funds after the effective date of a suspension or termination, and
must cancel as many outstanding Obligations as possible.

(c) Costs to Grantee resulting from Obligations incurred by Grantee during a suspension or
after termination of the Agreement are not allowable unless Grantor expressly authorizes them in the

notice of suspension or termination or subsequently. However, Grantor may allow costs during a
suspension or after termination if:

(i) The costs result from Obligations properly incurred before the effective date of
suspension or termination, are not in anticipation of the suspension or termination, and the costs
would be allowable if the Agreement was not suspended or terminated prematurely. 2 CFR
200.343.

13.6. Close-out of Terminated Agreements. If this Agreement is terminated, in whole or in part, the
Parties must comply with all close-out and post-termination requirements of this Agreement. 2 CFR 200.340(d).

ARTICLE XIV
SUBCONTRACTS/SUBAWARDS

14.1. Subcontracting/Subrecipients/Delegation. Grantee must not subcontract nor issue a subaward
for any portion of this Agreement nor delegate any duties hereunder without Prior Approval of Grantor. The
requirement for Prior Approval is satisfied if the subcontractor or subrecipient has been identified in the uniform
grant application, such as, without limitation, a Project description, and Grantor has approved. Grantee must
follow all applicable requirements set forth in 2 CFR 200.332.

14.2. Application of Terms. If Grantee enters into a subaward agreement with a subrecipient, Grantee
must notify the subrecipient of the applicable laws and regulations and terms and conditions of this Award by
attaching this Agreement to the subaward agreement. The terms of this Agreement apply to all subawards
authorized in accordance with Paragraph 14.1. 2 CFR 200.101(b).

14.3. Liability as Guaranty. Grantee will be liable as guarantor for any Grant Funds it obligates to a
subrecipient or subcontractor pursuant to this ARTICLE in the event Grantor determines the funds were either
misspent or are being improperly held and the subrecipient or subcontractor is insolvent or otherwise fails to
return the funds. 2 CFR 200.345; 30 ILCS 705/6; 44 Ill. Admin. Code 7000.450(a).

ARTICLE XV
NOTICE OF CHANGE

15.1. Notice of Change. Grantee must notify Grantor if there is a change in Grantee’s legal status, FEIN,
UEI, SAM registration status, Related Parties, senior management (for non-governmental grantees only) or
address. If the change is anticipated, Grantee must give thirty (30) days’ prior written notice to Grantor. If the
change is unanticipated, Grantee must give notice as soon as practicable thereafter. Grantor reserves the right to
take any and all appropriate action as a result of such change(s).

15.2. Failure to Provide Notification. To the extent permitted by lllinois law (see Paragraph 21.2),
Grantee must hold harmless Grantor for any acts or omissions of Grantor resulting from Grantee’s failure to
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notify Grantor as required by Paragraph 15.1.

15.3. Notice of Impact. Grantee must notify Grantor in writing of any event, including, by not limited
to, becoming a party to litigation, an investigation, or transaction that may have a material impact on Grantee’s
ability to perform under this Agreement. Grantee must provide notice to Grantor as soon as possible, but no later
than five (5) days after Grantee becomes aware that the event may have a material impact.

15.4. Effect of Failure to Provide Notice. Failure to provide the notice described in this ARTICLE is
grounds for termination of this Agreement and any costs incurred after the date notice should have been given
may be disallowed.

ARTICLE XVI
STRUCTURAL REORGANIZATION AND RECONSTITUTION OF BOARD MEMBERSHIP

16.1. Effect of Reorganization. This Agreement is made by and between Grantor and Grantee, as
Grantee is currently organized and constituted. Grantor does not agree to continue this Agreement, or any license
related thereto, should Grantee significantly reorganize or otherwise substantially change the character of its
corporate structure, business structure or governance structure. Grantee must give Grantor prior notice of any
such action or changes significantly affecting its overall structure or, for non-governmental grantees only,
management makeup (for example, a merger or a corporate restructuring), and must provide all reasonable
documentation necessary for Grantor to review the proposed transaction including financial records and
corporate and shareholder minutes of any corporation which may be involved. Grantor reserves the right to
terminate the Agreement based on whether the newly organized entity is able to carry out the requirements of
the Award. This ARTICLE does not require Grantee to report on minor changes in the makeup of its board
membership or governance structure, as applicable. Nevertheless, PART TWO or PART THREE may impose further
restrictions. Failure to comply with this ARTICLE constitutes a material breach of this Agreement.

ARTICLE XVII
CONFLICT OF INTEREST

17.1. Required Disclosures. Grantee must immediately disclose in writing any potential or actual
Conflict of Interest to Grantor. 2 CFR 200.112; 30 ILCS 708/35.

17.2. Prohibited Payments. Payments made by Grantor under this Agreement must not be used by
Grantee to compensate, directly or indirectly, any person currently holding an elective office in this State
including, but not limited to, a seat in the General Assembly. In addition, where Grantee is not an
instrumentality of the State of lllinois, as described in this Paragraph, Grantee must request permission from
Grantor to compensate, directly or indirectly, any officer or any person employed by an office or agency of the
State of lllinois. An instrumentality of the State of lllinois includes, without limitation, State departments,
agencies, boards, and State universities. An instrumentality of the State of lllinois does not include, without
limitation, units of Local Government and related entities.

17.3. Request for Exemption. Grantee may request written approval from Grantor for an exemption
from Paragraph 17.2. Grantee acknowledges that Grantor is under no obligation to provide such exemption and
that Grantor may grant an such exemption subject to additional terms and conditions as Grantor may require.

EQUIPMENT OR PROPERTY

18.1. Purchase of Equipment. For any equipment purchased in whole or in part with Grant Funds, if
Grantor determines that Grantee has not met the conditions of 2 CFR 200.439, the costs for such equipment will
be disallowed. Grantor must notify Grantee in writing that the purchase of equipment is disallowed.

18.2. Prohibition against Disposition/Encumbrance. Any equipment, material, or real property that
Grantee purchases or improves with Grant Funds must not be sold, transferred, encumbered (other than original
financing) or otherwise disposed of during the Award Term without Prior Approval of Grantor unless a longer
period is required in PART TWO or PART THREE and permitted by 2 CFR Part 200 Subpart D. Use or disposition of
real property acquired or improved using Grant Funds must comply with the requirements of 2 CFR 200.311. Real
property, equipment, and intangible property that are acquired or improved in whole or in part using Grant Funds
are subject to the provisions of 2 CFR 200.316. Grantor may require the Grantee to record liens or other
appropriate notices of record to indicate that personal or real property has been acquired or improved with this
Award and that use and disposition conditions apply to the property.

18.3. Equipment and Procurement. Grantee must comply with the uniform standards set forth in 2 CFR
200.310-200.316 governing the management and disposition of property, the cost of which was supported by
Grant Funds. Any waiver from such compliance must be granted by either the President’s Office of Management
and Budget, the Governor’s Office of Management and Budget, or both, depending on the source of the Grant
Funds used. Additionally, Grantee must comply with the standards set forth in 2 CFR 200.317-200.327 to
establish procedures to use Grant Funds for the procurement of supplies and other expendable property,
equipment, real property and other services.

18.4. Equipment Instructions. Grantee must obtain disposition instructions from Grantor when
equipment, purchased in whole or in part with Grant Funds, is no longer needed for their original
purpose. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained in this Agreement, Grantor may require transfer of
any equipment to Grantor or a third party for any reason, including, without limitation, if Grantor terminates the
Award or Grantee no longer conducts Award activities. Grantee must properly maintain, track, use, store and
insure the equipment according to applicable best practices, manufacturer’s guidelines, federal and state laws or
rules, and Grantor requirements stated herein.

18.5. Domestic Preferences for Procurements. In accordance with 2 CFR 200.322, to the greatest
extent practicable and consistent with law, Grantee must, under this Award, provide a preference for the
purchase, acquisition, or use of goods, products, or materials produced in the United States (including but not
limited to iron, aluminum, steel, cement, and other manufactured products). The requirements of this Paragraph
must be included in all subawards and in all contracts and purchase orders under this Award.

ARTICLE XIX
PROMOTIONAL MATERIALS; PRIOR NOTIFICATION

19.1. Promotional and Written Materials. Use of Grant Funds for promotions is subject to the
prohibitions for advertising or public relations costs in 2 CFR 200.421(e). To use Grant Funds in whole or in part to
produce any written publications, announcements, reports, flyers, brochures or other written materials, these
uses must be allowable under 2 CFR 200.421 and 200.467 and Grantee must include in these publications,
announcements, reports, flyers, brochures and all other such material, the phrase “Funding provided in whole or
in part by the [Grantor].” 2 CFR 200.467. Exceptions to this requirement must be requested, in writing, from
Grantor and will be considered authorized only upon written notice thereof to Grantee.
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19.2. Prior Notification/Release of Information. Grantee must notify Grantor ten (10) days prior to
issuing public announcements or press releases concerning work performed pursuant to this Agreement, or
funded in whole or in part by this Agreement, and must cooperate with Grantor in joint or coordinated releases
of information.

ARTICLE XX
INSURANCE

20.1. Maintenance of Insurance. Grantee must maintain in full force and effect during the Term of this
Agreement casualty and bodily injury insurance, as well as insurance sufficient to cover the replacement cost of
any and all real or personal property (including equipment), or both, purchased or, otherwise acquired, or
improved in whole or in part, with funds disbursed pursuant to this Agreement. 2 CFR 200.310. Additional
insurance requirements may be detailed in PART TWO or PART THREE.

20.2. Claims. If a claim is submitted for real or personal property, or both, purchased in whole with
funds from this Agreement and such claim results in the recovery of money, such money recovered must be
surrendered to Grantor.

ARTICLE XXI
LAWSUITS AND INDEMNIFICATION

21.1. Independent Contractor. Neither Grantee nor any employee or agent of Grantee acquires any
employment rights with Grantor by virtue of this Agreement. Grantee must provide the agreed services and
achieve the specified results free from the direction or control of Grantor as to the means and methods of
performance. Grantee must provide its own equipment and supplies necessary to conduct its business; provided,
however, that in the event, for its convenience or otherwise, Grantor makes any such equipment or supplies
available to Grantee, Grantee’s use of such equipment or supplies provided by Grantor pursuant to this
Agreement is strictly limited to official Grantor or State of lllinois business and not for any other purpose,
including any personal benefit or gain.

21.2. Indemnification and Liability.

(a) Non-governmental entities. This subparagraph applies only if Grantee is a non-
governmental entity. Grantee must hold harmless Grantor against any and all liability, loss, damage,
cost or expenses, including attorneys’ fees, arising from the intentional torts, negligence or breach of
contract of Grantee, with the exception of acts performed in conformance with an explicit, written
directive of Grantor. Indemnification by Grantor is governed by the State Employee Indemnification Act
(5 ILCS 350/.01 et seq.) as interpreted by the lllinois Attorney General. Grantor makes no representation
that Grantee, an independent contractor, will qualify or be eligible for indemnification under said Act.

(b) Governmental entities. This subparagraph applies only if Grantee is a governmental unit
as designated in Paragraph 3.2. Neither Party shall be liable for actions chargeable to the other Party
under this Agreement including, but not limited to, the negligent acts and omissions of the other Party’s
agents, employees or subcontractors in the performance of their duties as described under this
Agreement, unless such liability is imposed by law. This Agreement is not construed as seeking to
enlarge or diminish any obligation or duty owed by one Party against the other or against a third party.
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ARTICLE XXII
MISCELLANEOUS

22.1. Gift Ban. Grantee is prohibited from giving gifts to State employees pursuant to the State
Officials and Employees Ethics Act (5 ILCS 430/10-10) and lllinois Executive Order 15-09.

22.2. Assignment Prohibited. This Agreement must not be sold, assigned, or transferred in any manner
by Grantee, to include an assignment of Grantee’s rights to receive payment hereunder, and any actual or
attempted sale, assignment, or transfer by Grantee without the Prior Approval of Grantor in writing renders this
Agreement null, void and of no further effect.

22.3. Copies of Agreements upon Request. Grantee must, upon request by Grantor, provide Grantor
with copies of contracts or other agreements to which Grantee is a party with any other State agency.

22.4. Amendments. This Agreement may be modified or amended at any time during its Term by
mutual consent of the Parties, expressed in writing and signed by the Parties.

22.5. Severability. If any provision of this Agreement is declared invalid, its other provisions will remain
in effect.

22.6. No Waiver. The failure of either Party to assert any right or remedy pursuant to this Agreement
will not be construed as a waiver of either Party's right to assert such right or remedy at a later time or constitute
a course of business upon which either Party may rely for the purpose of denial of such a right or remedy.

22.7. Applicable Law; Claims. This Agreement and all subsequent amendments thereto, if any, are
governed and construed in accordance with the laws of the State of lllinois. Any claim against Grantor arising out
of this Agreement must be filed exclusively with the lllinois Court of Claims. 705 ILCS 505/1 et seq. Grantor does
not waive sovereign immunity by entering into this Agreement.

22.8. Compliance with Law. Grantee is responsible for ensuring that Grantee’s Obligations and
services hereunder are performed in compliance with all applicable federal and State laws, including, without
limitation, federal regulations, State administrative rules, including but not limited to 44 Ill. Admin. Code Part
7000, laws and rules which govern disclosure of confidential records or other information obtained by Grantee
concerning persons served under this Agreement, and any license requirements or professional certification
provisions.

22.9. Compliance with Freedom of Information Act. Upon request, Grantee must make available to
Grantor all documents in its possession that Grantor deems necessary to comply with requests made under the
Freedom of Information Act. 5 ILCS 140/7(2).

22.10. Compliance with Whistleblower Protections. Grantee must comply with the Whistleblower Act
(740 ILCS 174/1 et seq.) and the whistleblower protections set forth in 2 CFR 200.217, including but not limited to,
the requirement that Grantee and its subrecipients inform their employees in writing of employee whistleblower
rights and protections under 41 U.S.C. 4712.

22.11. Precedence.

(a) Except as set forth in subparagraph (b), below, the following rules of precedence are
controlling for this Agreement: In the event there is a conflict between this Agreement and any of the
exhibits or attachments hereto, this Agreement controls. In the event there is a conflict between PART
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ONE and PART TWO or PART THREE of this Agreement, PART ONE controls. In the event there is a conflict
between PART TWO and PART THREE of this Agreement, PART TWO controls. In the event there is a
conflict between this Agreement and relevant statute(s) or rule(s), the relevant statute(s) or rule(s)
controls.

(b) Notwithstanding the provisions in subparagraph (a), above, if a relevant federal or state
statute(s) or rule(s) requires an exception to this Agreement’s provisions, or an exception to a
requirement in this Agreement is granted by GATU, such exceptions must be noted in PART TWO or PART
THREE, and in such cases, those requirements control.

22.12. lllinois Grant Funds Recovery Act. In the event of a conflict between the lllinois Grant Funds
Recovery Act and the Grant Accountability and Transparency Act, the provisions of the Grant Accountability and
Transparency Act control. 30 ILCS 708/80.

22.13. Headings. Articles and other headings contained in this Agreement are for reference purposes
only and are not intended to define or limit the scope, extent or intent of this Agreement or any provision hereof.

Duplicated signatures, signatures transmitted via facsimile, or signatures
contained in a Portable Document Format (PDF) document are deemed original for all purposes.

22.15. Attorney Fees and Costs. Unless prohibited by law, if Grantor prevails in any proceeding to
enforce the terms of this Agreement, including any administrative hearing pursuant to the Grant Funds Recovery
Act or the Grant Accountability and Transparency Act, Grantor has the right to recover reasonable attorneys’ fees,
costs and expenses associated with such proceedings.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF ROCKFORD, ILLINOIS, AUTHORIZING THE
CITY TO EXECUTE A LOAN AGREEMENT AND TAXABLE GENERAL
OBLIGATION PROMISSORY NOTE, SERIES 2018, EIGHT MODIFICATION
AGREEMENT

WHEREAS, the City of Rockford, Illinois (the “City”), is a duly organized and existing
municipality created under the provisions of the laws of the State of Illinois and is now operating
under the provisions of the Illinois Municipal Code, as supplemented and amended (the “Code”);

WHEREAS, the Mayor and the City Council of the City (the “City Council”) have
determined that it is advisable, necessary, and in the best interest of the City and its residents, in
order to promote and protect the public health, welfare, safety, and convenience, to obtain a general
line of credit for the City’s use (the “Line of Credit”);

WHEREAS, Section 8-1-3.1 of the Code provides that the City may borrow money from
any bank or other financial institution provided such money shall be repaid within 10 years from
the time the money is borrowed:;

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 8-1-3.1 of the Code, the City has obtained a Line of Credit
in the amount of $7,000,000.00 from Associated Bank, National Association, a national banking
association (“Associated Bank™) evidenced by a Loan Agreement, related Loan Documents, and
the Related Documents between the City and Associated Bank (the “Loan Agreement”);

WHEREAS, the indebtedness evidenced by the Loan Agreement, related Loan Documents
and the Related Documents, when aggregated with the existing indebtedness of the City, does not
exceed the debt limitation provided in Section 8-5-1 of the Code and shall be repaid in accordance
with Section 8-1-3.1 of the Code pursuant to the terms of the Loan Agreement, the Loan
Documents and the Related Documents;

WHEREAS, the City and Associated Bank have agreed previously to modify the Loan
pursuant to: (a) the Loan Agreement and Taxable General Obligation Promissory Note, Series
2018, Modification Agreement (the “First Modification Agreement”), which was approved by
Ordinance No. 2019-106-0; (b) the Loan Agreement and Taxable General Obligation Promissory
Note, Series 2018, Second Modification Agreement (the “Second Modification Agreement”),
which was approved by Ordinance No. 2020-114-0O; (c) the Loan Agreement and Taxable General
Obligation Promissory Note, Series 2018, Third Modification Agreement (the “Third Modification
Agreement”), which was approved by Ordinance No. 2021-59-O; (d) the Loan Agreement and
Taxable General Obligation Promissory Note, Series 2018, Fourth Modification Agreement (the
“Fourth Modification Agreement”), which was approved by Ordinance No. 2022-31-O; (e) the
Loan Agreement and Taxable General Obligation Promissory Note, Series 2018, Fifth
Modification Agreement (the “Fifth Modification Agreement”), which was approved by
Ordinance No. 2023-59-0; (f) the Loan Agreement and Taxable General Obligation Promissory
Note, Series 2018, Sixth Modification Agreement (the “Sixth Modification Agreement”), which
was approved by Ordinance No. 2024-69-0O; and (g) the Loan Agreement and Taxable General
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Obligation Promissory Note, Series 2018, Seventh Modification Agreement (the “Seventh
Modification Agreement”), which was approved by Ordinance No. 2025-41-0; and

WHEREAS, the City and Associated Bank have again agreed to modify the Loan

Agreement and Related Documents pursuant to the Loan Agreement and Taxable General
Obligation Promissory Note, Series 2018, Eighth Modification Agreement (the “Eighth
Modification Agreement”).

NOW, THEREFORE, be it ordained by the City Council of the City of Rockford, Illinois,

as follows:

1.

Incorporation of Preambles. The City Council finds and determines that all of the recitals

contained in the preambles to this ordinance are true, correct, and complete and
incorporates them into this Ordinance by this reference.

Determination to Authorize Borrowing via Modification Agreement. It is necessary

and in the best interest of the City, and for the public health, welfare, safety, and
convenience of the residents of the City, to enter into the Eighth Modification Agreement
relative to the Line of Credit in the amount of $7,000,000.00 and to pay all related costs
and expenses incidental thereto in compliance with the provisions of Section 8-1-3.1 of the
Code. It is hereby found and determined that such borrowing of money is for a proper
public purpose or purposes and is in the public interest and is authorized by Section 8-1-
3.1 of the Code.

Details of Eighth Modification Agreement; Execution of Documents. The City is
hereby authorized to enter into the Eighth Modification Agreement relative to the City’s
existing obligations under the Loan Agreement in the amount of $7,000,000.00 and the
Related Documents. The Note has been designated “Taxable General Obligation
Promissory Note, Series 2018,” dated May 8, 2018, and shall become due and payable as
set forth in the Eighth Modification Agreement attached hereto as Exhibit A. By Ordinance
No. 2018-112-0, the City Council has previously approved the Loan Agreement and Note;
by Ordinance No. 2019-106-O, the City Council has previously approved the First
Modification Agreement; by Ordinance No. 2020-114-0, the City Council has previously
approved the Second Modification Agreement; by Ordinance No. 2021-59-O, the City
Council has previously approved the Third Modification Agreement; by Ordinance No.
2022-31-0, the City Council has previously approved the Fourth Modification Agreement;
by Ordinance No. 2023-59-O, the City Council has previously approved the Fifth
Modification Agreement; by Ordinance No. 2024-69-0, the City Council has previously
approved the Sixth Modification Agreement; and by Ordinance No. 2025-41-0, the City
Council has previously approved the Seventh Modification Agreement. The City Council
hereby approves the form and terms of the Eighth Modification Agreement as now before
the City Council. Except as noted in the Eighth Modification Agreement, the Loan
Agreement, First Modification Agreement, Second Modification Agreement, Third
Modification Agreement, Fourth Modification Agreement, Fifth Modification Agreement,
Sixth Modification Agreement, Seventh Modification Agreement and the Related
Documents remain unchanged. The Mayor is authorized to execute the Eighth
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Modification Agreement with Associated Bank pursuant to Section 8-1-3.1 of the Code,
along with any and all other documents necessary to consummate this transaction. The
Mayor’s execution of such documents shall be attested by the manual signature of the Legal
Director as Keeper of the Records who is also the City Clerk (the “Legal Director”), and
shall have impressed or imprinted thereon the corporate seal of the City. In case any such
officer whose signature shall appear on the Eighth Modification Agreement and any
Related Documents shall cease to be such officer, such signature shall nevertheless be valid
and sufficient for all purposes, the same as if such officer had remained in office. The
indebtedness shall be repaid pursuant to the terms of the Loan Agreement and Note, as
modified by the First Modification Agreement, the Second Modification Agreement, the
Third Modification Agreement, the Fourth Modification Agreement, the Fifth
Modification Agreement, the Sixth Modification Agreement, the Seventh Modification
Agreement, the Eighth Modification Agreement and the Related Documents, which
complies with Section 8-1-3.1 in that the Note must be repaid in a period not exceeding 10
years from the time the money is borrowed. It is hereby found and determined that the
interest rate or interest rates borne by the Note do not exceed the maximum rate authorized
by Illinois law in accordance with the terms of the First Modification Agreement, the
Second Modification Agreement, the Third Modification Agreement, the Fourth
Modification Agreement, the Fifth Modification Agreement, the Sixth Modification
Agreement, the Seventh Modification Agreement, the Eighth Modification Agreement, the
Loan Agreement, and the Related Documents and that no person holding any office of the
City, either by election or appointment, is in any manner financially interested directly in
his or her name or indirectly in the name of any other person, association, trust or
corporation in the Loan Agreement, the Related Documents, the First Modification
Agreement, the Second Modification Agreement, the Third Modification Agreement, the
Fourth Modification Agreement, the Fifth Modification Agreement, the Sixth Modification
Agreement, the Seventh Modification Agreement, or the Eighth Modification Agreement.

Note is a General Obligation. In accordance with Section 8-1-3.1 of the Code, the
obligation to make the payments due under the First Modification Agreement, the Second
Modification Agreement, the Third Modification Agreement, the Fourth Modification
Agreement, the Fifth Modification Agreement, the Sixth Modification Agreement, the
Seventh Modification Agreement, the Eighth Modification Agreement, the Loan
Agreement, the Related Documents and the Note shall be a lawful, direct general obligation
of the City payable from the general funds of the City and such other sources of payment
as are otherwise lawfully available. At present, there is no statutory authority for the levy
of a separate tax in addition to other taxes of the City or the levy of a special tax unlimited
as to a rate or amount to pay any of the amounts due under the Note and all Related
Documents.

Funds and Appropriations. Funds are established and Note proceeds and other funds of
the City are hereby appropriated as follows:

a. The City shall designate sufficient funds to pay the Note which shall be deposited
into the “Taxable General Obligation Promissory Note, Series 2018 Debt Service Fund”
(the “Debt Service Fund”), hereby created, which shall be the fund, in addition to the
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general fund, for the payment of the amounts owed pursuant to the Note and/or the First
Modification Agreement, the Second Modification Agreement, the Third Modification
Agreement, the Fourth Modification Agreement, the Fifth Modification Agreement, the
Sixth Modification Agreement, the Seventh Modification Agreement, the Eighth
Modification Agreement, the Loan Agreement, and/or the Related Documents.

b. The principal proceeds of the Note shall be deposited into the Taxable General
Obligation Promissory Note, Series 2018, Line of Credit Fund (the “Line of Credit Fund”),
hereby created. Moneys in the Line of Credit Fund shall be transferred or withdrawn from
time to time as needed for the general corporate purposes of the City.

c. Funds on deposit in the Debt Service Fund or the Line of Credit Fund may be
deposited and invested at the direction of the Comptroller in any lawful manner.

Taxable Obligation. The Note is being issued such that the interest paid and received
thereon shall be includible in the gross income of the holders thereof for federal income
tax purposes under the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended.

Severability. If any section, paragraph, clause or provision of this ordinance shall be held
invalid, the invalidity of such section, paragraph, clause or provision shall not affect any
other provision of this ordinance.

Repealer and Effective Date. All ordinances, resolutions, or orders or parts of ordinances,
resolutions or orders, in conflict with the provisions of this ordinance are repealed to the
extent of such conflict. This ordinance shall be in full force and effect after its adoption,
approval and publication, as provided by law.

This Loan Agreement and Taxable General Obligation Promissory Note, Series 2018, Eighth Modification
Agreement (the “Eighth Modification Agreement”) is dated as of March __, 2026 by and between CITY
OF ROCKFORD, ILLINOIS (the “Borrower”), and ASSOCIATED BANK, NATIONAL ASSOCIATION (the
“Lender”). The provisions of this Eighth Modification Agreement are effective as of March 31, 2026 (the
“Effective Date”).

A. WHEREAS, the Borrower executed a Loan Agreement dated May 8, 2018 (the “Original Loan
Agreement”); and

B. WHEREAS, in connection with the Original Loan Agreement, the Borrower executed a Taxable
General Obligation Promissory Note, Series 2018, dated May 8, 2018 (the “Revolving Note”), which
Revolving Note was scheduled to mature on May 8, 2019; and

C. WHEREAS, the Borrower and the Lender executed the Loan Agreement and Taxable General
Obligation Promissory Note, Series 2018, Modification Agreement with an effective date of May 7, 2019
(the “First Modification Agreement”);

D. WHEREAS, the Borrower and the Lender executed the Loan Agreement and Taxable General
Obligation Promissory Note, Series 2018, Second Modification Agreement with an effective date of May 7,
2020 (the “Second Modification Agreement”);

E. WHEREAS, the Borrower and the Lender executed the Loan Agreement and Taxable General
Obligation Promissory Note, Series 2018, Third Modification Agreement with an effective date of March 30,
2021 (the “Third Modification Agreement”);

F. WHEREAS, the Borrower and the Lender executed the Loan Agreement and Taxable General
Obligation Promissory Note, Series 2018, Fourth Modification Agreement with an effective date of
March 31, 2022 (the “Fourth Modification Agreement”);

G. WHEREAS, the Borrower and the Lender executed the Loan Agreement and Taxable General
Obligation Promissory Note, Series 2018, Fifth Modification Agreement with an effective date of March 31,
2023 (the “Fifth Modification Agreement”);

H. WHEREAS, the Borrower and the Lender executed the Loan Agreement and Taxable General
Obligation Promissory Note, Series 2018, Sixth Modification Agreement with an effective date of March 31,
2024 (the “Sixth Modification Agreement”);

l. WHEREAS, the Borrower and the Lender executed the Loan Agreement and Taxable General
Obligation Promissory Note, Series 2018, Seventh Modification Agreement with an effective date of
March 31, 2025 (the “Seventh Modification Agreement”; the Original Loan Agreement, as amended by
the First Modification Agreement, the Second Modification Agreement, the Third Modification Agreement,
the Fourth Modification Agreement, the Fifth Modification Agreement, the Sixth Modification Agreement and
the Seventh Modification Agreement is referred to herein as the “Loan Agreement”);

J. WHEREAS, the Borrower has requested, and the Lender has agreed, that the Loan Agreement and
the Revolving Note be modified to the extent as hereinafter set forth; and
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K. WHEREAS, the terms used in this Eighth Modification Agreement shall have the same meanings
as when used in the Loan Agreement, the related Loan Documents and the Related Documents as defined
in paragraph 5 below, all of which may be amended or modified from time to time.

NOW, THEREFORE, in mutual consideration of the agreements contained herein and for other good and
valuable consideration, the parties agree as follows:

1. ACCURACY OF RECITALS. The Borrower acknowledges the accuracy of the Recitals stated
above and which are incorporated herein by this reference.
2. MODIFICATION OF LOAN AGREEMENT.

A. From and after the Effective Date, the following definitions set forth in Section 1.1 of the

Loan Agreement are hereby deleted in their entirety and replaced with the following:

“Maturity Date” mean March 31, 2027, or such earlier date on which the Revolving
Note becomes due and payable pursuant to Section 7.2 hereof.

“Ordinance” means (a) Ordinance No. 2018-112-O adopted by the City Council on
the 7th day of May, 2018, providing for the issuance of the Revolving Note and the
execution of the Loan Agreement and the Loan Documents, (b) Ordinance No.
2019-106-0 adopted by the City Council on the 6th day of May, 2019, providing
for the execution of the First Modification Agreement, (c) Ordinance No. 2020-114-
O adopted by the City Council on the 6th day of April, 2020, providing for the
execution of the Second Modification Agreement, (d) Ordinance No. 2021-59-O
adopted by the City Council on the 5th day of April, 2021, providing for the
execution of the Third Modification Agreement, (e) Ordinance No. 2022-31-O
adopted by the City Council on the 22nd day of February, 2022, providing for the
execution of the Fourth Modification Agreement, (f) Ordinance No. 2023-59-O
adopted by the City Council on the 3rd day of April, 2023, providing for the
execution of the Fifth Modification Agreement, (g) Ordinance No. 2024-69-O
adopted by the City Council on the 1st day of April, 2024, providing for the
execution of the Sixth Modification Agreement, (h) Ordinance No. 2025- 41 -O
adopted by the City Council on the 17th day of March, 2025, providing for the
execution of the Seventh Modification Agreement, and (i) Ordinance No. 2026-__ -
__, providing for the execution of the Eighth Modification Agreement.

B. In all other respects, the Loan Agreement remains unchanged.

3. MODIFICATION TO REVOLVING NOTE. From and after the Effective Date, the Maturity Date of
the Revolving Note is modified to be March 31, 2027.

4, CONDITION OF AGREEMENT. This Eighth Modification Agreement is conditioned upon the
adoption of the Ordinance approving this Eighth Modification Agreement by the City Council.

5. RATIFICATION OF LOAN DOCUMENTS. The Loan Agreement, the Revolving Note, this Eighth
Modification Agreement and all other executed documents as referenced in the Loan Agreement (the
“Related Documents”) are ratified and reaffirmed by the Borrower and shall remain in full force and effect
as they may be modified herein.

6. BORROWER REPRESENTATIONS AND WARRANTIES. The Borrower represents and warrants
to the Lender that the representations and warranties made in the Loan Agreement, the Loan Documents,
the Related Documents and this Eighth Modification Agreement are true and will remain true until
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termination of the Loan Agreement and Related Documents and payment and performance in full of all
liabilities, obligations and debt evidenced by the Revolving Note, the Loan Agreement, the Loan
Documents and the Related Documents.

7. BORROWER COVENANTS. The Borrower covenants with the Lender as follows:

7.1 Final Agreement. This Eighth Modification Agreement reflects the final agreement
reached by parties regarding this Eighth Modification Agreement, the Loan Agreement, the Loan
Documents and the Related Documents. All prior negotiations regarding these matters are superseded
and merged into this Eighth Modification Agreement. No oral statements made by a party shall alter or
change the terms set forth in this written Eighth Modification Agreement. All of the terms and provisions
of the Loan Documents and the Related Documents shall remain in full force and effect, except as they
have been specifically modified by this Eighth Modification Agreement and/or by prior modifications. The
provisions of the Loan Agreement and the Related Documents are incorporated herein by this reference.
To the extent there is a conflict between this document and any Related Documents, the terms of this
Eighth Modification Agreement shall control.

7.2 Lender’s Reservation of Rights. Except as is specifically set forth herein, (a) nothing
that is contained in this Eighth Modification Agreement shall constitute a waiver of any existing defaults by
the Borrower under any of the Loan Documents or Related Documents nor does it release the Borrower
from its liabilities with respect to its obligations under the Loan Agreement, the Loan Documents, the
Revolving Note or the Related Documents; and (b) Lender expressly reserves all rights that it has against
the Borrower referenced in the Loan Agreement and/or Related Documents.

8. EXECUTION AND DELIVERY OF AGREEMENT BY THE LENDER. The Lender shall not be
bound by this Eighth Modification Agreement until (a) the Lender and the Borrower have both executed
this Eighth Modification Agreement; (b) the Borrower has performed all of the obligations of the Borrower
under this Eighth Modification Agreement to be performed contemporaneously with the execution and
delivery of this Eighth Modification Agreement; and (c) the City Council has adopted the Ordinance
approving this Eighth Modification Agreement and authorizing the execution hereof by the Mayor of the
City of Rockford.

9. COUNTERPART EXECUTION. This Eighth Modification Agreement may be executed in multiple
counterparts, each of which, when so executed, shall be deemed an original, but all such counterparts,
taken together, shall constitute one and the same agreement.

10. NOT A NOVATION. This Eighth Modification Agreement is a modification only and not a novation.
In addition to all amounts due under the Revolving Note, the Loan Agreement, the Loan Documents and
the Related Documents as they may be modified herein, all accrued amounts due and payable under the
Loan Documents or Related Documents shall continue to be due and payable until paid. Except for the
above modifications, the Revolving Note, the Loan Agreement, the Loan Documents, any Related
Documents and all the terms and conditions thereof, shall be and remain in full force and effect with the
changes herein deemed to be incorporated therein. The validity, priority and enforceability of the Revolving
Note, the Loan Agreement, the Loan Documents and the Related Documents shall not be impaired hereby.
References to the Related Documents and to other agreements shall not affect or impair the absolute and
unconditional obligation of the Borrower to pay the principal and interest on the Revolving Note when due.
The Lender reserves all rights against all parties to the Revolving Note, the Loan Agreement, the Loan
Documents and the Related Documents.
